Guy, Alain, and relevant team members,

I’'m keeping this informal, and speaking in my own voice here. Apologies if this informality seems
disrespectful, but | feel most comfortable ‘speaking’ to you here in the same way I'd speak to you if we
were face-to-face. If it’s wordy, | apologize, but some things are worth a few more words.

| am a big fan of the municipality, and have always said so. I’'m proud of our history, industry, people,
the works — even the ugly bits. We’ve overcome a lot, and after almost 300 years our communities are
thriving despite these tumultuous times.

I've also been, and continue to be, a big fan of our local government, particularly it’s staff. If we’re in
the news, it always seems like it’s for something good, and that helps instil a deeper pride of place.
Unfortunately, when | recently read in the news that some officials were dismissing the
complaints/concerns of some community members about the proposed locations/perceived
impropriety associated with the Aquaculture Development Area pilot as simple NIMBY-ism, | was more
than disappointed. You can blame the reporters, but | haven’t seen an official response from the
municipal body correcting the record.

| want to say clearly that | 100% endorse the development of a locally owned/operated, properly
monitored, and sustainably developed aquaculture industry in the municipality. | also don’t think that it
should take years for a company like D’Eon’s Oysters, which has invested heavily in the development of
their company, to get a decision on a proposed expansion, and | think that identifying and cutting
unnecessary red tape is a laudable goal when considering any development project. There is much good
to be said about the potential for the ADA pilot.

At the same time, | have concerns/questions about this project, which I think are shared by many. |
don’t think these questions or concerns are unreasonable, and I’'m convinced many of the concerns can
be addressed in a timely, and reasonable manner, without having to pit communities or interests against



each other. Unfortunately, that process will be more challenging now because the dialogue has already
been by tainted by behaviours that were once acceptable, but which despite possibly not breaching any
rules, certainly surpass what people consider to be acceptable behaviour by a public servant.

To be blunt: MoDA’s former Community Development Officer, and whoever was responsible for
community outreach and education efforts related to the ADA failed in their jobs. The map showing the
proposed sites was made available only within the past month or two, despite this project being ongoing
for years. There are numerous communities and interest groups that were impacted, and all of them
seem to have been taken by surprise. It’s easy to latch onto NIMBY-ism as an excuse, but it’s also lazy.

Public service is something that should be taken seriously. It’s a profession, and should be treated as
such. Part of the duty associated with this profession is to not sacrifice the public interest for the sake of
our own self-interest. If a person really takes their role as a public servant seriously, they’ll make efforts
to avoid even the semblance of impropriety, as they understand that for people to trust the process, it
has to not just be trustworthy, it has to appear trustworthy.

Another part of being a professional is being able to recognize what role we played in a situation when
something goes wrong. Everyone makes mistakes, and true professionals understand that, and work to
learn from the mistakes they make, both to make sure not to repeat them in the future, but also to try
and remedy a bad situation if possible. They don’t dig in their heels and push forward.

If the municipality genuinely wants to support this industry, and add shellfish farming, and marine plant
farming to the list of sustainable industries practiced in our communities, they need to own up to this
flawed communications process, and start over. There is no benefit to anyone but a very limited few if
MoDA chooses to go forward now. If we’re willing to slow down however, reboot, and try again, we
could very much be part of the development of a sustainable primary resource sector that contributes
to our communities ability to sustain themselves for another few centuries, regardless of the troubles
the outside world brings. Yes, there are 6 sites that are up for lease and seemingly nothing we can do
about that now. | assume there is something that can be done to slow down the process for the
remaining 47 sites. If so, let’s do it, and try to fix this mess before it gets any worse.

| believe that most of us want what'’s best for our communities, and are putting their interests as the top
priority. Thoughts about our own careers, the interests of caucus, or of the possible interests for
potential future investors should not be part of our considerations in these matters. | trust that you all
feel the same.

Aquaculture Development Area (ADA) Pilot
Requires Immediate Program Review

Background

As the aquaculture industry grows and scales in the provinces of Prince Edward Island (PEI) and
New Brunswick, the provincial government of Nova Scotia (NS) is behind in aquaculture
development and is desperate to catch up to their provincial neighbours. As such, NS has an
agenda to promote this industry aggressively. Unfortunately, their aggressive position is at the
expense of NS residents who will be forced to tolerate commercialization of waterways next to
their properties. In addition, the Tourism Industry of Nova Scotia has expressed concern that
this commercialization of NS waterways will negatively affect the tourism industry. The
government agenda can achieve balance to satisfy all stakeholders yet remains steadfast to
promote economic growth at the expense of other stakeholders. The issue is highly nuanced,
including these important considerations:

1) The ADA pilot program is a joint Municipality of the District of Argyle (MoDA) and the NS
Department of Fisheries and Aquaculture (DFA) effort. The pilot program is designed to
fast-track aquaculture lease locations and approvals which had encountered significant
delays and friction under the old regulatory process with the Aquaculture Review Board
(ARB).

2) MoDA acted as “boots on the ground” for DFA by identifying potential locations and
conducting water testing to determine the most ideal places for oyster farms in Lobster
Bay.

3) While MoDA and DFA report that adequate public consultation was performed, the
Argyle and Lobster Bay community completely disagree. Most residents only learned of
the ADA program from the province’s announcement released on April 15%, 2024. As
such, the community has taken steps to lobby elected officials to reset and perform
industry standard public outreach; and, reposition the proposed lease locations in non
residential areas. This movement has triggered the creation of the Association for
Responsible Aquaculture in Argyle (ARA) which is gaining in popularity and momentum -
as representation for a community that feels it was overlooked and negated in the
consultative process.

4) MoDA and DFA have declared an agenda to turn Lobster Bay into a “Water Based
Industrial Park.”

5) TIANS president, Darlene Fiander, has sent a letter to Minster Kent Smith’s office
expressing a need to balance the aquaculture agenda with Tourism, stating,
“Aquaculture generates $158 Million a year is a stark comparison to the $3.2 Billion
generated annually by tourism, throughout every Nova Scotia community. Tourism has

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the highest multiplier effect on the economy, every $1 invested or spent generates $3.2
on main street.”

Objective

The province seeks to:
e Fast-track lease locations and approvals to catch up to aquaculture development efforts
seen in PEl and NB; and,
e Promote industry, new jobs, and economic growth and prosperity.

Status

On April 15, 2024, the province announced 53 locations were “preapproved” for Lobster Bay
with 6 locations being opened for application tender. These applications are due on June 15%,
2024 with a final 30-day public consultation period.

1) Many of the lease locations reside alongside residential properties in Lobster Bay. The
infrastructure is unsightly and commercializes a touristic coastline with floating
processing plants, cages, buoy strings, and other evasive aquaculture equipment and
infrastructure.

2) The community is very concerned having witnessed Eel Lake taken over with oyster
farms. The farms now prevent recreational boating, and swimming, and has
contaminated a once pristine lake with oysters on shorelines, docks, and boats -
rendering it unusable for recreation.

3) Many lease locations will hinder or prevent traditional boating lanes and navigable
waters, creating new hazards as boaters will be required to avoid and evade the new
locations to take hazardous or less convenient/desirable routes.

4) Municipal and Provincial government officials have taken a hard stand by pre-approving
53 lease locations in Lobster Bay and refused to pivot to consider approving locations in
non residential areas. To the angst of the community and local residents, MoDA and DFA
(and Argyle MLA) maintain that these locations must proceed as selected and new
locations will not be considered.

The non transparent and clandestine design of the ADA framework (explained herein) is
expected to formally approve these applications.
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Issue(s)
In terms of ADA process, 3 core issues nullify the selection of the 53 locations.

Conflict of Interest: A MoDA employee led the ADA pilot and liaised with the province to select
the desired lease locations. The same employee resigned from MoDA (before announcement of
the preapproved locations) and is now applying for the very same lease locations they
identified.

e Thisis evidence of a real and/or perceived conflict that exists.

Collusion: MoDA and DFA consulted with oyster farmers to identify their desired lease
locations. These are the current preapproved locations. The same oyster farmers were then
asked to choose the first 6 locations they would like to have tendered. The same oyster farmers
are submitting applications to be awarded these leases (due June 15, 2024). Once awarded
final approval, the very same oyster farmers will begin expanding current farms and/or
establishing new ones.

e Allowing a bidder to influence early requirements or stages of a tendering process is
prohibited under the UN CITRAL Model Law on Procurement and all modern
tendering frameworks used by PWGSC and the NS Public Tendering Office. Canada is
a signatory to the UN model and agreement and is a member state of the UN.

Data Bias: MoDA and DFA consulted with oyster farmers to identify their desired lease
locations. Rather than testing all locations in Lobster Bay seeking the best conditions, they
instead chose preferred locations first, and then subsequently tested the water to support
these desired locations creating a “self fulfilling prophecy.” This is commonly referred to as
“Confirmation Bias”.

e Data biases affect the collection, analysis, and interpretation of data.

e Confirmation bias occurs when we favour information that confirms our existing
attitudes and beliefs. This often happens subconsciously but, in this instance, we
see oyster farmers performing or influencing the selection of locations, and then
building the supporting data (testing water, depth, salinity, sulphates, phytoplankton
count, etc). Confirmation bias causes us to focus on information that supports our
arguments or way of thinking.

e Confirmation bias influences data analysis when we gather data or perform analyses

in a way that consciously or subconsciously supports the original hypothesis. That is
exactly what was done here.
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e Ultimately, MoDA and DFA failed to interrogate the obvious bias that exists in the
data collection, analysis, and interpretation.

Conclusion

Ripe with conflicts of interest, MoDa and DFA unfortunately allowed bidders to select their
desired spots in Lobster Bay and then tested the water to see if the location supported the
growing of oysters. This was done in the wrong sequence, exposing confirmation bias.

Compounding the problem, MoDA and DFA then allowed the same bidders to prioritize and bid
on the locations they selected. This unfortunately creates a framework that sets the decision
outcome first, and then allows the bidder to “stack the deck” with data to support the original
selection decision. This results in overwhelming confirmation bias.

The various conflicts, collusion, and data bias now renders the “preapproval” of 53 ADA
locations as null and void. To correct, MoDA and DFA will unfortunately have to start the ADA
process again and ensure no conflicts or opportunities for collusion exist, as well as ensure no
data biases are present in the selectivity and approval framework. Recognizing the obvious
failures of the ADA pilot, the other option is to revert to the older ARB regulatory

process. While this may take longer, it would ensure all stakeholders are consulted properly
and avoid the shortcuts taken in this example which resulted in political and possible legal
exposure for the municipality and province.

Recommendation

1) Reset the ADA process to test water locations first and then select best locations, ensuring
that they will reside in non residential/tourism areas as a priority.

Or;

2) Revert to the regulatory process using the ARB to ensure all stakeholders are adequately
consulted with both legal and political exposure minimized.

What considerations, if any, were made for recreational boaters, rockweed harvesters,
and any other users of these waters when making choosing these locations?

a. Specific to this question, was there any review of historical usage patterns of the
area of analysis? If so, what time period was looked at, and who did the work?
Personally, | think an appropriate time period would be for at least for as long as
Tommy Surette from Sluice Point has been around. If no historical analysis was
done, did MoDA use any other methods to determine how these waterways were
used besides community engagement?

What considerations, if any, were made about the impact to households whose
properties are adjacent to these sites? Again, this question is looking for efforts made
that go beyond community engagement efforts.

What considerations were made to wharf usage, and/or marine traffic created by
occupied sites? Is any funding going to wharves to handle any increased traffic?

What considerations were made for coastal birds, many of which use the surrounding
marshlands as nesting grounds? Were any other environmental factors examined
specific to local flora and fauna, if so, what were they, and who undertook the work?

What data was collected for questions 1-4? s this data available to the public? If so,
what is the process to access this information?

Can you provide a detailed list of all changes DFA made to sites (eg. changes in site size,
or the removal of a site) that resulted from the feedback provided to the province by

MoDA?

Who is responsible for unsightly shorelines resulting from marine farm activities?

Is the February 2020 MOU between the province and the municipality available for
public review? If so, where is it located?

Is there any data available on the consultations DFA undertook for these sites? This
includes any communications they made with other provincial departments, the federal
government, and First Nations groups? (See paragraph 3 page 1 Stakeholder
Engagement Report)

Page 1 of the “Aquaculture Development Area Local Stakeholder Engagement Report”
says that after 1400 hours of public engagement efforts, the municipality only engaged
with 120 people. | have read the entire report, so please don’t refer me back to the
report when looking to answer the following questions - | am looking for the source
data, and not the summaries included in the Report.

a. When was the Stakeholder Report produced, and who was the author? Who gave
final approval for this report?

b. Inthe Concluding Remarks (page 16), the report’s author states:

“The Municipality of Argyle strongly believes that their work on informing and
engaging with local stakeholders on the ADA project was thorough and very
successful. A project of this size has potential to impact many groups of people with
varying levels of stake that require appropriate degrees of consideration. We are
confident that proper amounts of attention have been devoted to these groups. For
example, the engagement work focused on the lobster industry has been
appropriately extensive given the importance of the fishery to the economy.”

Ignoring the word salad that is that paragraph (‘varying levels of stake’?), | want to
know what measures did the author use to conclude that the engagement work was
‘appropriately extensive’, and ‘thorough and successful’. This is not a throwaway
guestion — | would like to know what benchmarks were utilized to determine that
engagement efforts were sufficient given the high stakes involved in this project.

c. Canyou provide a breakdown of how the 120 contacts took place? For example,
how many of those 120 were ‘chance encounter’ (S. 2.1.1 of the Stakeholder
report)?

d. How does an individual get permission from the fishers for access to their
comments? Is this a MoDA driven process, or are we required to approach the
fishermen ourselves? (see para 2, page 5 Stakeholder Report).

e. Canyou explain why there were no changes to the two sites to the west of Surettes
Island despite fishermen having identified these spaces as being actively fished?
Will you contact NSDFA to get the answer, or are you requiring residents to make



those enquiries? | have the same question for all sites showing as being actively
fished to the east of Hog Island.

The Stakeholder Report (see section 2.1.3 Publications page 7) mentions a one-
pager that was used to inform groups in June 2022, and was placed on the
aquacultureargyle.com site, | have not been able to locate it, can you tell me why,
and when it was removed? Is the June 3 2022 letter from MoDA, signed by Alix, the
one-pager that they’re talking about (see page 25 of the PDF)?

Did MoDA develop an actual public engagement strategy for this project, if so, is it
available for review? Who was responsible for its implementation?

i. Followup to this question: The Open Houses that were both done on Oct
19, 2022, and only had 39 people attend. Did no one think that perhaps
having more sessions on different days might be a good idea? | actually had
wanted to attend one of these sessions, but was donating blood during the
earlier session in Glenwood, and was unavailable for the evening session. |
imagine there were many others who would have liked to attend, but for
whom the Oct 19 date didn’t work. Who was responsible for organizing
these sessions, and who had final approval for when they would take place?

Why is the Fall 2021 MoDA Newsletter (page 32 of the PDF) included in the
Stakeholder Report, as it makes no mention of the ADA? | assume it’s because of
the mention of “Bob”, and the mention at the very bottom of the “Bob”-blurb that
says “Like Aquaculture in Argyle”.

i. Who paid for Bob? Was this purchase made solely for the purposes of the
ADA? What was the process to get this in the water, and what is the status
of this piece of infrastructure right now?

ii. Who has access to the data generated by Bob? Where is it accessible?

iii. Not really expecting an answer to this one, but does anyone genuinely think
that this mention in the Newsletter is (a) sufficiently detailed to let anyone
know anything useful about the ADA process, and (b) is it of such
significance that it warrants inclusion in this report?

Has anything been done about the ghost gear in Pubnico Harbour that was
identified as a hazard left behind by previous aquaculture operations (see section
2.1.5 Pop-Up Sessions, page 9 of Report)? If not, whose responsibility is it to deal
with this ghost gear?

i. What level of discussion has taken place between DFA and MoDA re: ghost
gear during the lead up to the present day?

Section 2.1.6 Formal Presentations in the Stakeholder Report states that YASTA was
supportive of the ADA. Are you able to explain the conflict between this statement
in the report, and the 3 May letter from TIANS (attached)?

How were the members of the Stakeholder Committee selected? (mentioned
throughout report, but see page 88 PDF for Stakeholder Committee Meeting,
Questions, Concerns, and Responses)

“It was shared that a potential ADA polygon in lower Salt Bay, where concerns over
nearby archaeological sites were identified, will likely be removed from the pilot
project due to inadequate water depth.”

i. Which proposed farming site has archaeological sites close to it?

ii. What was the province’s response when this was pointed out to them?

Dear Minister Smith:

On behalf of the Tourism Industry Association of Nova Scotia (TIANS), we are writing in
response to the Aquaculture Pilot Project in the Municipality of the District of Argyle,
announcing six new pre-approved sites. The aggressive expansion of aquaculture planned
for the Lobster Bay region warrants that the public process be rigorous - allowing
residents and stakeholder groups a voice on an issue that will forever change their ocean
playground.

From a tourism perspective, the inconsistent approach around aquaculture development
throughout the province is extremely concerning. Our oceans are our greatest natural
asset and draw visitors from around the world; many jurisdictions have moved away from
open pen farms to land based, as a result of serious environmental and economic
consequences. We would encourage your department to study these jurisdictions that
have transitioned including British Columbia.

While notable, the reference in your announcement that aquaculture generates $158
Million a year is a stark comparison to the $3.2 Billion generated annually by tourism,
throughout every Nova Scotia community. Tourism has the highest multiplier effect on
the economy, every 51 invested or spent generates $3.2 on main street.

The fact that communities throughout Nova Scotia have had to battle this issue over and
over again, speaks to the need for a provincial framework that ensures appropriate
engagement and scientific considerations on the impact to our oceans.

The current approach around the approval process is incongruent with good public policy,
and actually contradicts other initiatives underway.
